Attendance: Joann Albertson, Tom Clark. Michael Goodman, Arleen Kessler, Camille Montemurno, Anita Mitchell Shelton, and Roger Del Gaiso. Howard Appel, Lynne Cohen, Iris Schnell, attended the meeting via zoom. Mark Cafeiro was absent (excused).
Minutes —Arleen Kessler read the minutes of the May 6, 2025 meeting. A motion to accept the minutes was made by Michael Goodman and seconded by Anita Shelton. Motion carried.
The minutes of the May 1, 2025 Special Board Meeting were read by Arleen Kessler. A motion to approve the minutes was made by Joann Albertson and seconded by Tom Clark. Motion carried.
Treasurer's Report was read by Sheila Lane. There were no questions by the members. A motion to accept the Treasurer's Report was made by Michael Goodman and seconded by Joann Albertson. Motion carried.
Pool: The pool has been closed due to mold. It also needs a chlorination shock treatment.
Tennis Courts: The courts have been closed due to damage from the tornado that hit last Friday. The fences and framing were bent. A table turned over and five chairs ended up in the pool. The area was cleaned up and vacuumed to make everything ready for the Memorial Day Party. 85 homeowners were able to use the pool.
Landscaping: Michael Goodman reported that he is happy with the recent addition of mulch, shrubs, and Christmas Palm. Weeds in the beds are being sprayed.
Rec Newsletter: Patti Lazaroff reported that the current newsletter contained calendars for June, July, August and September.
Alliance: Iris Schnell had surgery and was unable to attend the meeting.
Alan Shwartz: Everything is going well.
Entertainment: Tom Clark reported Bingo will take place in the A Building on the first Saturday of each month except for September because of the West Side Story performance at the Delray Playhouse. Tickets are still available for that show. The Veterans meeting was changed to June 11th. 
Arleen Kessler read two letters that homeowners sent to the Rec Board.
Camille Montemurno stated the Docs can't be sent out until they are more easily read. The lines printed in red indicate the changes. A team is working on it. She also asked everyone who has not filled out the forms to permit electronic voting, to please do. Copies are in the lobby.
Camille began to discuss the bids and costs for repairs and replacements that will include the parking lot, the pool and the tennis courts. She reviewed some of the repair and replacement items. Previous Boards promised there would be no assessments, and they kept their promise. Unfortunately, now we are obligated to make the necessary changes for the safety of the entire community. The $2,838.15 assessment will begin July 5, 2025 and payments may continue for 3 years. Meetings will be held before that date to have the bank work with each homeowner to ensure the best payment plan for them.
Two tennis courts and four pickle ball courts will be taken down to the sand. Lights and new poles will be installed. The electric panel needs to be changed. A healthy new water fountain changed. The parking lot will be resurfaced with [image: ]
